My dear friends: 
 
The Most Holy Trinity 
God is Merciful, Gracious, Rich in Kindness, Faithful, 
Forgiving, Three in One, Love. 
 
On this, the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, the Church 
offers us an opportunity this weekend to reflect more deeply 
on our Triune God. In our first reading, from the Book of 
Exodus 34:6 we read, "The LORD, the LORD, a merciful and 
gracious God, slow to anger and rich in kindness and 
faithful." Moses asks God to pardon the stiff-necked people 
and forgive our wickedness and sins. The point that Moses 
wants to make here is that God is clearly committed to caring 
for them in every way.  Then the most fitting display of 
gratitude the people can show is a firm resolve to “praise and 
exalt Him above all forever” [Daniel 3:57]  and remain 
faithful to the covenant.  
 
In the second reading, Paul in his second letter to the 
Corinthians 2:13-13, refers to the Father, the Son and the 
Spirit, “the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God 
and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with all of you.” This 
greeting is used at the beginning of Mass reminding us that we 
are one with God. Our union with Christ takes us up into the 
family of the Holy Trinity.  
 
The emphasis in the Gospel of John 3:16-18, is on the second 
person of the Most Holy Trinity, Jesus, God’s only Son who 
was sent into the world, not to condemn it, but that the world 
might be saved through Him. Although the doctrine of three 
persons in one God, equal in divinity, yet distinct in 
personality, is not explicitly spelled out in the Bible. We do, 
however, find in the Sacred Scriptures many references to the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Jesus teaches us the close union 
with the Father and the Spirit as a bond of Love. The Holy 
Trinity is a model of life to be imitated. There is a very simple 
way to reflect on the mystery we celebrate this Sunday. The 
life of the Holy Trinity is a life of intense sharing of the same 
life, in the perfect manner possible.  
 
So what message do we take home this Sunday?  
 
1) God is three persons in one God, equal in divinity, yet 

distinct in personality. 
2) God is merciful.  
3) God is rich in kindness 
4) God is faithful. 
5) God is forgiving. 
6) God is Love.  
 
Since the Holy Trinity is a model of life to be imitated, each 
time you make the sign of the cross and say, “In the name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit,” remember 
to imitate the love of the Trinity by a firm resolve to be 
merciful, kind, faithful to His covenant, forgiving, and filled 
with Love.

The Mass and the reception of the Eucharist is the centerpiece of the Christian life. On Sunday, June 18th, we will celebrate the 
Feast of Corpus Christi. These notes are meant to remind us of the proper way to receive the Precious Body and Blood of Our 
Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. 

 

 

As we approach the Body and Blood of Christ, we 
should reverently bow in preparation for receiving the 
"King of the World". This is explained in the 
USCCB's General Instruction of the Roman Missal: 
"When receiving Holy Communion, the communicant 
bows his/her head before the Sacrament as a gesture 
of reverence. This sign of reverence is also made be-
fore receiving the Precious Blood."  
 
Something you may not know: If you choose not to 
receive from the cup, you should still bow in rever-
ence as you pass the Precious Blood. 

The host can be received on the 
tongue or by hand. We should extend 
our hands making a throne, one hand 
under the other, to receive our Eucha-
ristic King.  
 
We are also allowed to receive while 
kneeling if we choose. (GIRM 160) 

After the words "The Body of Christ" or "The Blood of 
Christ" the person receiving is to respond "AMEN". 
 
AMEN means, "I Believe" or “So be it.” This is a Profes-
sion of Faith and confirms that we believe we are receiving 
the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ. 

The Body of Christ should be consumed 
immediately. If a priest, deacon, Acolyte or 
Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion 
does not see you consume the host right 
away, they are obligated to approach you 
with instruction to do so. Please place the 
host in your mouth before turning away from 
the minister. 

We are only to receive the Eucharist if we are 
in the state of grace. If we have committed a 
mortal sin since our last confession, then we 
need to go to confession before receiving the 
Eucharist. We should still attend Mass, but if 
we are not in a state of grace, we should not 
receive Holy Communion. This is important for 
two reasons: (1) Receiving the Eucharist in a 
state of mortal sin is a sacrilege. (2) Not receiv-
ing when we are not in the proper state shows 
our love and respect for Jesus. It actually shows 
we're heading back on the right track. 
 
If, however, we may have committed a venial 
sin, it is right and proper to say an “Act of Con-
trition” before receiving Communion  
 
Also, when preparing to receive Communion, it 
is a good practice to say an “Act of Contrition”, 
even if we are not conscious of having commit-
ted a venial sin.
